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Abstract

This study investigates the assessment practices and perceptions of both students and teachers in
Moroccan tertiary education, focusing on English studies departments at three Faculties of Letters and
Humanities in three Moroccan universities. Data were collected from 67 university teachers and 526
students using students’ and teachers’ perception of assessment questionnaires. The findings revealed that
most tests met average language assessment criteria; however, those evaluating oral ability did not. The
findings also showed that teachers perceived the tests as valid, reliable, authentic, and practical but noted a
negative washback effect on their teaching methods. In addition to that, the study categorised teachers into
three perception-based classes and found that students had a generally positive view of the assessment
criteria. However, there was no link between students’ perceptions and their performance. The study’s
insights and recommendations aim to enhance the quality of assessment design and testing in Moroccan
higher education.
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
